CHW 3M Unit 1 Culminating Activity:  Paleolithic to Neolithic Transition Paragraph
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Personally reflect on the aspects of paleolithic and neolithic life that seem both appealing and difficult and what the transition might have been like from one way of life to the other. You’ll be considering the time period from early societies’ beginnings based on hunting-gathering to the era of settling down in early villages. Use art and material (physical) objects from at least two archaeological sites (at least one paleo and one neo – your choice of which one to double up) as examples to prove your argument. Use the historical thinking concepts of continuity & change and/or historical perspectives (depending on who a person was in their respective society – their roles).

1. Formal academic.

2. Personal.  

Archaeological Sites: (see blog for websites) – you need at least one paleo and one neo
a) Lascaux Cave (France) – Paleolithic

b) Monte Verde (Chile) - Paleolithic

c) Gobekli Tepe  (Turkey) - transitional between Paleo and Neo
d) Catalhoyuk (Turkey) – Neolithic

e) Jarmo (Iraq) – Neolithic 

Structure: Basic Hamburger-style Paragraph (see outline template)
· Topic sentence

· Point: (general idea of how life was (paleo) and how it changed (neo)) [x3]
· Example: an object from the site, described in detail (this is the archaeology part) [x3]
· Citation: be very careful not to plagiarize from the websites; paraphrase in your own words. After each example cite the name of your electronic source in brackets (Smithsonian) or (Archaeology Magazine).
· Argument: explain how the example shows continuity & change and/or historical perspectives [x3] – be careful not to make a presentist argument. Also, explain means you  don’t just list or say. 
· Concluding sentence

FORMAT:


Write in third person if using academic style. Write in first person (“I”) for personal. Don’t mix the styles. 


Use transition words (for example, …) where appropriate but don’t be repetitive. All transitions at the beginning of a sentence are followed by a comma.


Length: one page and a half, double-spaced, typed. (maximum).


Include citations in the style given above (name of website in parentheses).





HINTS:


Detail is the key to success.


Describe objects (their size, purpose, usage, where they were found, etc.) fully.


Remember your audience – a person unfamiliar with this topic - you need to be persuasive.


Explain, don’t just list or describe – you have to argue what you think the transition would have been like.
