CHW 3M Augustus (Secondary Evidence)
Activity:

Categorize the following points in terms of which group of people would be pleased by each action. 

· Liked to be known by the title Princeps, First among Equals, or First Citizen, not Emperor.

· Did a complete census (compiled a list of citizens).

· Introduced a uniform tax system to make it fair for the provinces.

· Established a civil service, responsible to him, that governed the provinces and whose positions were based on merit (talent, ability).

· Established the Praetorian Guard (bodyguards for the Emperor and his family) but stationed them outside of Rome.

· Gave citizenship to people in the provinces.

· Promoted simple values, family and religion, from the early republic.

· Built and rebuilt temples (82, he claimed). 

· The title Augustus was given to him by the Senate in 27 BC (in Roman religion augusta were ‘holy things’) and prayers were offered to him in the Senate. 

· Was made consul 13 times in total, 9 of them consecutively.

· Reduced the number of people in the Senate. Got rid of Caesar’s old appointees. 

· Promulgated strict laws against adultery (more harsh against women).

· Banished his own daughter because of gossip about her love interests. She was said to have taken many lovers.

· Taxed childless couples in order to encourage families to have children.

· Held office of Pontifex Maximus = Chief Priest. Revived old priesthoods and ceremonies. 

· Established a buffer zone, allowing kings in border areas to keep their thrones.

· The month Sextilis was renamed August. 

· Armies were loyal to him (and the dynasty that followed).

· He Romanized the provinces subtly and gradually through settlement of veterans, creation of military outposts, spread of Roman law, urbanization.

· Known as the son of a god (Julius Caesar).

· Was posthumously (after he died) made divine (a god) by the Senate.

· His age is considered a golden age. In literature, Virgil, Horace, Ovid and Livy were the big names.

· On coins he was known as son of the divine Julius.

· Established a police force and fire brigade for Rome where fires were very common in the apartments where plebeians lived.

· Annexed Egypt, a wealthy province with great cultural prestige, to Rome. He personally controlled it and its wealth. Egypt supplied 1/3 of Rome’s grain. 

· Held tribune’s power, a position associated with the people. But he was a patrician. Got this in exchange for giving up the consulship.

· When he gave up power, disasters such as floods, lightening and plague hit Rome. The mob forced the Senate to vote him absolute power.

· Refused the office of dictator.

· Tried to marry off his daughter, Julia, three times in order to get himself an heir. Finally he had no choice left but Tiberius (whom he had forced Julia to marry and he adopted).

· During a crisis he raised taxes and disbanded the Senate. 

· Added vast territory to the Roman Empire, including northern Spain, Germany, Hungary, Austria, the Balkans and central Turkey.

· At the end of his career, one tenth of the Roman army was massacred in Germany. In his will he stipulated that future rulers shouldn’t try to expand the empire. 

· Shared control of the provinces with the Senate, but more for him. The Senate controlled a few settled provinces while he controlled the new frontier areas where the most legions were (to prevent the rise of charismatic generals).

· Acted as censor - supervisor of morals - not in name but in power.

· Set up a system to collect, store and distribute grain from the provinces.
