· Chinese Academy of Social Sciences says by 2020 1 in 5 young men will be unable to find a wife – there will be a shortage of girls

· “Sexual discrepancy” in age cohort below 19 years old

· An extra 30-40 million more males than females in this age bracket

· Ratio of 124 boys born for every 100 girls amongst Chinese born between 2000 and 2004 (page 78 – said to be “biologically impossible”)

· Gendercide – the term comes from a book written in 1985 by Mary Anne Warren

· Global trend, seen also in India, South Korea, Singapore, Taiwan, some former Soviet Republics (Armenia, Azerbaijian, Georgia – p. 78) and even parts of the American population

· Cause, according to Nick Eberstadt of American Enterprise Institute, is “the fateful collision between overweening son preference, the use of rapidly spreading prenatal sex-determination technology and declining fertility.”

· Abortion for the purpose of sex selection is illegal in most countries

· But it is hard to prove someone wants to do this

· The price of ultrasound imaging is relatively accessible to most families

· Smaller families (due either to declining fertility rates or one-child policy) reinforce the preference for males

· Educating women doesn’t necessarily mean they will favour the birth of female children

· Even in rural areas of China were more children are allowed there is a preference for sons after the first child (sometimes it’s a ratio of 3 boys to 1 girl in such areas)

· Female suicide rates are high in China, especially young rural women who may not be able to live knowing they have aborted or killed their girl children
