a) Why did you choose this source?  (0.5)
It was a relatively recent look inside the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and how its new Crown Prince has risen at the same time as the War on Yemen has broken out. I needed to know more about his motivations for starting the Yemen War.
b) What have you gained from it that you think will be helpful in your essay? Give a specific example (including page reference). (2)
This source reinforces the closeness of the relationship between Saudi Arabia and the United States as they plan to reshape the Middle East, especially in an anti-Iran way. The Yemen War is widely seen as a proxy war in which the Saudis under Mohamad bin Salman are trying to eliminate Iranian influence, in this case through the Shia Houthi rebels (the targets of Saudi bombs) (no page #). This may help me argue that Yemen is always caught in the middle between foreign powers serving their own interests.  
c) How do you see yourself using this information in your essay, specifically as related to continuity and change, and/or causes and consequences, primary source evidence? (1)
This information reflects both continuity and change. It is a change in the sense that the previous US administration under Obama did not have a close relationship with Saudi Arabia. The Trump White House, through Trump’s son-in-law, Jared Kushner, is trying to build a closer relationship with Saudi Arabia because they both want to eliminate the regional power of their common enemy, Iran (no page #). It is also a continuity in the sense that Arab animosity toward Iran goes back to the dominance of the Safavid Empire during the 1500s. (no page #)

a) Why did you choose this source? (0.5)
I had seen a reference to the Safavid Empire as a long-standing reason for the Saudi-Iran rivalry and wanted to learn more about its origins. This short article would give me some background. 
b) What have you gained from it that you think will be helpful in your essay? Give a specific example (including page reference). (2)
This article explained how the Shia Safavid dynasty broke from the dominant Sunni power of the time, the Ottoman Empire, in 1501 after the Ottomans outlawed Shia Islam (no page #). The Safavid Empire became a major world power, enriched by east-west trade and patronage of the arts. Its government and Shia religion completely overlapped. I will use this information to explain the historical roots of the religious (and therefore political) divide between Sunnis (today represented by Saudi Arabia in this case) and Shia (today represented by the Iranians who are helping the Houthi rebels in their war against Saudi Arabia). 
d) How do you see yourself using this information in your essay, specifically as related to continuity and change, and/or causes and consequences, primary source evidence? (1)
This information about the Safavid Empire reflects the continuity of an old rivalry. It is currently expressed in Saudi Arabia’s conflict with Iran (in which Yemen is just a proxy or even a pawn) for dominance in the Middle East. Since Saudi Arabia considers itself the dominant Sunni power there, it may be looking back to the past to see the origins of its tug-of-war with Iran over the region. In this sense, this rivalry also forms a long-term cause of the current situation because it has been around for a long time creating a sense of enmity between the two groups thus making Saudi Arabia suspicious of Iran’s motives. 

Turn the page

At this point in the research process, please go back to your original inquiry questions and revise them. What questions are you trying to answer in the next stage of your research process? What questions do you have for the teacher at this point? (2) Changes have probably occurred in your questions – note them.
a) Original Question: The topic of the internal political divisions between the various factions and (illegal) political groups in the two Yemens seems very confusing. Which were the most important groups in the history of North Yemen and South Yemen? Revision: Who were the main figures in the conflict between the two Yemens? (The groups may not matter as much as their leaders.)
b) Original Question: Did the above groups continue to play roles in the unified Yemen, or did new groups arise (such as AQAP (Al Quaeda in the Arabian Peninsula)) to take their place?  Revision: AQAP is a Sunni group. What was its role in this region where Shia-Sunni tensions were reawakening due to the power shift brought about by the Gulf War?
c) Original Question: Why is the world paying so little attention to Yemen’s horrible situation? How successful is the cease-fire? What does the future hold for the people of Yemen? Revision: I don’t think I’ll have room to include any more current information. Its only use might possibly be as a “food for thought” kind of ending to the essay. I also have shifted my view so that I now see Saudi Arabia as the main focus – no one cares about Yemen because it’s just being used in a larger power rivalry between Saudi Arabia and Iran.

New Questions for the Next Stage: 
a) What is the current role of Trump and his personal advisors (not necessarily his official administration) in egging on the Saudis in their continued rivalry with Iran? [I may have to change one of my current event examples to include this information.]

b) How much do internal Yemeni factors (such as long being eyed by foreign powers and having a history of civil wars) weigh versus the external factors that are playing themselves out in the Middle East (Saudi-Arabia vs. Iran)? [In my current thinking about what my thesis may be, I have to decide whether to include anything internal at all. Will I have room?]
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
