a) Why did you choose this source?  (0.5)
This source had good information about the rise of Islamic fundamentalism in northern Nigeria, an area that was weak in my other sources. It also compared two fundamentalist organizations, Maitatsine and Boko Haram which gave me some context before the 2000s.
b) What have you gained from it that you think will be helpful in your essay? Give a specific example (including page reference). (2)
Adesoji argues that Islamic fundamentalists in northern Nigeria, whether Boko Haram or their predecessor, Maitatsine, were unhappy with the very existence of the secular (non-religious) state. Thus, they were willing and able to fight against it, whether that meant schools, courts, or government officials they didn’t like. They used violent tactics that they felt were religiously sanctioned in order to bring down the institutions they felt were against them. When the government did implement Shariah (Islamic) law in 12 northern states in 1999, Boko Haram were still unhappy because Shariah wasn’t being carried out according to their strict interpretation of Islam. This in turn gave them justification for fighting against the politicians who backed Shariah in northern states such as Borno because they felt they weren’t truly devoted to the religion. c) How do you see yourself using this information in your essay, specifically as related to continuity and change, and/or causes and consequences, primary source evidence? (1)
There are a lot of causal relationships in the evidence presented in Adesoji’s article. The above evidence about the impure (according to Boko Haram’s Mohamad Yusuf) implementation of Shariah in northern Nigeria, when combined with the ever worsening social and economic context in northern Nigeria at the time (poverty, disillusionment with the government, corruption, lack of fair distribution of funds from the oil boom, rising inflation), appears to present a snowball of causes that lead to the upping of the Boko Haram insurgency. When Boko Haram members were arrested for their actions they often languished in jail with no one willing to charge them. Many were let go, back onto the streets to participate in violent action again. More people may have been inspired to join Boko Haram, or at least be sympathetic to it, because of this lack of action; government officials seemed to be acting corruptly, with impunity for their action of releasing the insurgents. Recruitment into radical groups increases as a result of more Nigerians feeling government cannot take action. (no page reference)

a) Why did you choose this source? (0.5)
This is one of few sources I have found so far that traces the colonial history of Nigeria. Though it is relatively short, it provides some context on how the early administration of Nigeria as a colony by the British (in a decentralized way) may have had an impact on how Nigeria was governed after independence (had to work hard to get people to see one united nation). 
b) What have you gained from it that you think will be helpful in your essay? Give a specific example (including page reference). (2)
Regionalism is identified by Crowder in the actions of High Commissioner of the Protectorate of Northern Nigeria, Frederick Lugard. Previous to the Protectorates being established by the British (Nigeria was divided into 3 different zones or regions), Lugard had worked for the Royal Niger Company, a private interest (page 25). While there he had negotiated treaties with some towns. When those towns (Saki and Kishi) became embroiled in boundary disputes between different British Protectorates, in this case the Yoruba region and Lugard’s northern region, Lugard felt that the towns naturally belonged to his region because of his previous actions there (page 26). In another instance he had even planned to build a railway that would bypass having to pay import taxes in the southern Nigeria region (page 27). This information will help me set the context for the struggle that exists to this day in Nigeria in making nationalism more powerful than regionalism. 
d) How do you see yourself using this information in your essay, specifically as related to continuity and change, and/or causes and consequences, primary source evidence? (1)
This information can be used as both continuity and causation. For continuity, the historical circumstance prior to Nigeria’s founding certainly repeats itself currently. There is a pattern of region being more important than nation (or in the case of Lugard’s time, protectorate). This is found in Boko Haram as well, even today. They identify with the Islamic people of northern Nigeria. This colonial information also lays the groundwork as a long-term cause of today’s situation. The way the Nigerian protectorates were governed contributed to the post-independence feeling that region was more important than nation, providing a reason for the origin of Islamic fundamentalist groups such as Boko Haram. 
At this point in the research process, please go back to your original inquiry questions and revise them. What questions are you trying to answer in the next stage of your research process? What questions do you have for the teacher at this point? (2) Changes have probably occurred in your questions – note them.
Revised Questions:
Original: How did the Fulani-Hausa people come to dominate the north? When did this occur? (clarify whey they are called Fulani-Hausa when some sources say the Fulani defeated the Hausa).

Revised: same – answer not found yet

Original: How much did British colonial policy set the tone for non-cooperation of Nigerian states post-independence?

Revised: same – answer provided here. I would no longer say “non-cooperation.” I’d say decentralization. 

Original: How much influence did Saudi Arabia and wahabism have on the founders of Boko Haram? Do they help to arm it?

Revised: same – answer not found yet, though there are some suggestions that research in this area is not strong (mostly supposition). I will keep digging but external influences may not be as key as I thought.

Original: How much influence did the Taliban, al Qaeda, al Shabab and ISIS have on Boko Haram? Does it matter? Do they help to arm it?

Revised: While there is no answer on this yet, there is some suggestion that the arming is related to the disillusionment felt in places like Borno state. So I will keep digging. Also, as above, external influences may not be key. 
Original: How important is the Maitistine movement in the current issue of northern dissatisfaction? Is it a distraction from the main topic or a legitimate contributor to the rise of Boko Haram?

Revised: answered here. Maitistine is crucial. 
Next Questions: 
How did Boko Haram’s treatment at the hands of state authorities fuel its rising level of violence?
How much was Frederick Lugard’s theory (dual rule – leaving local authorities in place) put into practice in British rule over Nigeria pre-independence?

Questions for Teacher: 

Is it okay to have an uneven amount of information for each time period?

I’m struggling to balance my focus on Nigeria’s corruption as a whole and the specific examples of corruption tied to Shariah in the northern states. Do I have to balance them or can I neglect the national question?
Can I use long primary source quotes/excerpts? What is the maximum length? I’m thinking of using excerpts form Lugard’s 1922 book. 
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
