a) Why did you choose this source?  (0.5)
I needed more information on the history of Kurds in Syria and this source came up via a source on Kurds in Turkey. The position of, roles in, rights of and restrictions facing Kurds in Syria are all very important topics because they establish a history of repression that I’ve been focusing on so far in my research. I also wanted to consult a book source that had an academic reputation. 
b) What have you gained from it that you think will be helpful in your essay? Give a specific example (including page reference). (2)
I already knew from previous research that the Syrian government had taken citizenship rights away from Kurds in the 1960s. However, I didn’t know what the provocation for it was. In my step 2 research I found that it was related to the self-interest of others. According to my new source, after the 1930s and 40s, most Kurds in Syria were settled into the country. The concern of the government lay with the 1% of the Kurdish population who were recent arrivals through migration. When oil was discovered in some Kurdish regions in the 1950s, some government officials became overly concerned about Kurds and discrimination began (p. 271). It continued to worsen during the 1958-1961 period of the United Arab Republic (UAR), the unification of Syria and Egypt under the leadership of Egypt’s president Nasser, when some government officials didn’t believe in the loyalty of the Kurds to Nasser’s vision of a Syria-Egypt polity. After the UAR broke up, the Syrian government began to examine the composition of its population and found more Kurds than it had expected (p. 271). Thus, the removal of citizenship from 120 000 Kurds in Syria began. 
c) How do you see yourself using this information in your essay, specifically as related to continuity and change, and/or causes and consequences, primary source evidence? (1)
The discrimination facing Syrian Kurds was caused by the Syrian government’s pre-occupation with its foreign interests, showing the continuity of the pattern of Kurdish people’s interests being subsumed to others. I will use this to show that this is but one example of how the treatment of Kurdish people in various countries is directly tied to outside concerns and selfishness.

a) Why did you choose this source? (0.5)
I wanted another book source since I was mostly using articles and websites before. This history of the Kurds in multiple states suggested that the colonial period in each would be of primary significance. Since only the chapter on Iraq is available on Google Books, it is convenient that I have very few sources that refer to this period in Iraq’s history. I was directed to this book from a citation in a previous article, so I wanted to check it out. 
b) What have you gained from it that you think will be helpful in your essay? Give a specific example (including page reference). (2)
In colonial Iraq, a British mandate created after WWI, the British favoured the Kurdish rural tribal leaders over the urban, settled Kurds, even allowing them to have their own militias (p. 29). This ended up hurting Kurdish nationalism in that the tribal leaders were favoured economically as well; Kurdish regions produced the vast majority of the tobacco in Iraq, resulting in some of the Kurdish landowners becoming very rich. The land-based tribal Kurdish leaders wanted to protect their interests so they took little interest in Kurdish nationalism (p. 32). These tribal leaders also became tied to the Iraqi crown, itself a new institution that needed propping up (p. 33). The British/Iraqi government kept the various Kurdish regions separate (p. 34). The government policy of emphasizing Kurdish dialects (regional) rather than a unified and standardized Kurdish that could be used as a unifying factor also benefited them, not Kurdish nationalism (p. 37). The 1930 Anglo-Iraqi Treaty did not recognize any special Kurdish rights. Thus, Kurdish nationalism emerged in the 1930s. Later, as the Kurdish movement became more leftist it also became part of the larger anti-colonial movement, reinforcing loyalty to the Iraqi state rather than to any iteration of Kurdistan (p. 46). All of this could be seen as a reflection of British colonial goals subsuming Kurdish identity. 
d) How do you see yourself using this information in your essay, specifically as related to continuity and change, and/or causes and consequences, primary source evidence? (1)
This example of Iraqi/British colonial policy causing a fault in Kurdish nationalism in the long-term will probably be one in a continuing series of such moves by colonial officials. It also reflects the pattern of countries’ self-interests overriding or blocking the interests and rights of the Kurdish people in Iraq, Syria, and Turkey.
At this point in the research process, please go back to your original inquiry questions and revise them. What questions are you trying to answer in the next stage of your research process? What questions do you have for the teacher at this point? (2) Changes have probably occurred in your questions – note them.
Revisions 

1. Original Q: Did the Soviet Union have any influence over the Kurds at any point (1930s to 1990) that would have had a significant effect on current events? 

Revised: After some new research on the late 19th century, I have found some influence of Russia on the Ottoman Empire. However, I haven’t found anything on the USSR. Thus, I would just replace Soviet Union with Russia and change the time period to late 19th and early 20th centuries in the original question.
2. Original Q; Does Vladimir’s Putin’s friendship with Assad of Syria and support of him in the Syrian civil war have any connection to past relations with the Kurds? 

Revised: I have not focused on current events in this step of research thus I would eliminate this question. 

3. Original Q: What did Kurds do after international rejections (such as of the declaration of Rojava in 2016 in Syria and the rejection of the Iraqi Kurds’ declaration of independence in 2017)?

Revised: I have not focused on current events in this step of research thus I will omit this question. 

4. Original Q: How repressed were the Kurds in Syria before start of the civil war in 2014? I have not found as much on Syria as on Turkey and Iraq. 

Revised: What led up to the repression experienced by Kurds in Syria starting in the 1950s?

Questions for the next step in research: 
Now, with the need to fine tune my focus my research will be driven by these questions: 
1. How did each country’s Kurdish population’s vision of an independent or autonomous Kurdistan differ?
2. Were there any cases where foreign interest or self-interest allowed for support of Kurdish nationalist ambitions?

3. So much of Kurdish history seems to have been shaped by the after-effects of WWI. What about WWII? How did it influence Syrian, Iraqi and Turkish Kurds in their quest for autonomy and rights?

Questions for the teacher: 
1. How will I fit all of the colonial and post-independence histories (of Iraq, Syria and Turkey) into one essay, along with the current events in each country?
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
