Bibliography is a list of all the sources you used and took notes from.
It is in order alphabetically. Notice the progress below from author starting with A, ending with author starting with Z. 
Make sure second and third lines are indented. To do this, press enter at the end of the first line. Press tab at the start of the second (and third, etc.) line. 

Double space between sources. 
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Turn the page for some comments on topic sentences.
Topic Sentences
TSs should follow one of the following formats:
Main argument of the paragraph  +  preview of examples (not a list)
Main argument of the paragraph (use if there are too many examples in the paragraph)

If you are doing a paragraph on long-term causes then include that term in the TS. If you are doing an HTC paragraph, then make it clear to the reader that you are writing an HTC paragraph. If you are doing a paragraph on the current event, then include the term currently or now or recently. 

Belgian Congo Samples 
(see Essay Outline in unit 3 handout package)
1. Before Leopold II took on personal rule over the Congo, Belgium didn’t have any colonies and sought to gain them for economic reasons even though the king painted his interest as being motivated by philanthropy and science. 

2. Treatment of the Congolese people by the Belgian colonists was extremely cruel in its parallels to slave labour and its approximation of genocide due to the very high death rate. 

3. Leopold II justified his rule over the Congo as caring and civilizing, even though the opposite was true. 
Concluding Sentences 
= similar to TS – change wording – don’t leave anything out
= preceded by and separate from connection to thesis (argument)

1. When Belgium entered the colonial race in order to benefit its industrializing economy, it falsely claimed that it was driven by generosity and the desire to bring progress to the people of Congo. 
2. Millions of Congolese suffered and died in the grips of Belgian- induced slave labour and genocide. 
3. While the Belgians justified their rule over Congo as having pure and Christian intentions they didn’t follow through in practice.
