· Discriminate against 

· (The preposition ‘against’ is necessary.)

· As opposed to 

· (The ‘as’ is necessary. So is the ‘d’ at the end.)

· Uprise 

· (Not a verb or a noun – the correct form is ‘uprising’ for a noun and ‘rise up’ for a verb.)

· We had gone. We have gone.

· (Not ‘we have went’. I’m seeing and hearing this more and more. Stop it!)

· Would have 

· (Not ‘would of’.)

· Parallel structure 

· (In one afternoon she did some running, swam and ate. This is an improper sentence. It would be better as ‘In one afternoon…she ran, swam and ate’.)

· Aloud / allowed

· Lose / loose 

· (Your shoelaces are loose. You’re sad if you lose your dog.)

· Here / hear

· Economical 

· (This is not the adjectival form of ‘economic’. Economical means saving money.)

· “Back in the day.” 

· (This is history class. Let’s be more precise.)

· Prosecute / persecute 

· (They are two different words. Prosecute is a legal term.)

· Dependent (adjective) / dependant (noun)
· Definitely 

· (Not ‘defiantly’ or ‘definately’.)

· Apart / a part

· (Take something apart. Be a part of something. )
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
