2. Individually take notes on two examples of the imperialism / decolonization relationship. You must include India, plus one example from Africa. The attached organizer suggests the topics that should be included in your notes. You may divide the work but all group members are responsible for being familiar with the information. You may enter information directly on the organizer and expand it if necessary (on computer). 
3. Participate in an in-class group activity in which you try to draw out (explicitly) the lessons learned from imperialism/decolonization from both the colonizer and colonized perspectives. Instructions will follow on the day of participation.
