CHW3M Greek Women Activity – Help with Your Write-up 

Last week we interpreted the pottery with scenes of Greek women. Then we read the PSD by Aristotle about the role of women in the home. There seemed to be a lot of trouble in answering the main question of the assignment: “to what extent do your inferences about the two sources agree with each other”. 

Ms. Gluskin will show you that you are capable of doing this assignment. You just need to go step by step and use your brain in a slightly novel or uncomfortable way. Things can’t always be easy. Being able to think critically is one of the most important factors for your success in the future. Critical thinking means you don’t just accept the evidence. You think about it.
1. You began by making inferences from the pottery. Jot down some of your key inferences – note that I’m pushing you to see the positive and negative. Note: if you didn’t do a good job on this the first time, go back to the blog and look at the images again.  This process is called selection of evidence.

2. Next, you read and analyzed Aristotle’s document. You were supposed to note examples of men’s control and women’s responsibilities. A) Jot some down here. This process is called analysis. Analysis requires you to break down the evidence into parts.

B) On the whole, how can you sum up what you think Aristotle was really saying?

3. Now put your different thoughts together and form an argument in response to a question. This is called synthesis.
Question: To what extent did Aristotle’s interpretation of Greek women’s lives agree with and/or contradict the interpretation of their lives as seen in the vases/objects?
Before you answer the question using the evidence, note the word extent. This word opens the answer up to many possible interpretations. You don’t have to say yes, it agreed 100% or no, it contradicted 100%. Yours can be a more complex and sophisticated answer, as long as you can support it with evidence. You are making up your own mind based on what the evidence tells you. You are not merely reciting facts. 
You have to make judgements. You have to make decisions. You have to see patterns. You have to be open to interpretation. 

· Inferences may agree/match. That means they say the same thing about Greek women. 
· One inference may extend your thinking on another. That means it is along the same lines but adds a bit more information. 
· Inferences may contradict each other / disagree. That means they say opposite things about Greek women.
