Bibliography is a list of all the sources you used and took notes from. You already have this information on your note-taking sheets Now you just need to transfer it onto one list. Please include the websites you get your images from. 

It is in order alphabetically. Notice the progress below from author starting with A, ending with author starting with Z. 
Make sure second and third lines are indented. To do this, press enter at the end of the first line. Press tab at the start of the second (and third, etc.) line. 

Double space between sources. 

Titles can be underlined or italicized, not both. 
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
