Courses For Next Year
For grade 9, 10, 11 and 12 students, selecting courses for next year is very important. Your selection now (actually in February) can determine what you will be able to study after high school. 
For grade 9 students, you will still have a lot of mandatory courses in grade 10 but you’ll have more options. For grade 10 students, you are choosing your courses for grade 11. Your grade 11 courses are important because they decide what you can take in grade 12. For example, if you take chemistry in grade 11 you can take chemistry in grade 12.
We use My Blueprint, a computer program, to help you choose your courses for next year. Selections will be made in February. 
Please note that after grade 10 we no longer use the terms academic and applied. The course levels offered at YM include university level, college level,  mixed level (college/university) and open level.

* coop is a course where you get two credits and work in a job outside of school during the afternoon (both periods). The job placement is usually related to an area of interest for you. For example, students interested in teaching could be a classroom assistant in an elementary school. Students interested in automotive technology could work at a car dealership or repair facility. Coop requires an application and references from two teachers. 
A Note on French Immersion (FI)

French Immersion certificate = 10 courses that end in 5 (denotes FI)

French Immersion honours certificate = 11 courses that end in 5 (denotes FI)

· Must take FIF each year (the actual French course) to qualify

· Only one substitution for a failed course will be made (if you fail math in French and take it in summer school – where only English is offered -  your course will count as a French course). This will only be done once.

Note that you must take 8 courses in grade 9 and 10. In grade 11 and/or 12 you can have one spare, depending on how many courses you require.

(     /10 marks) – filled in completely and course selection is logical (e.g., prerequisites are met, groups 1,2,3 are met, mandatory courses are included, courses lead to stated career option and meet prerequisites for post-secondary study).
