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There are only three ways to do a citation.
1,2 and 3 below are for books. 
1. Basic format for a book: FULL citation

Only for same source as previous footnote, even if it’s a different page.
3. Short form

Author or organization, Name of the page.
Newman, et al., Echoes from the Past, 94.
Only when you’ve used a source before but it’s not the same as previous

Basic format for a website: 
1. Full citation:

Author or organization, Name of page, Year of publication or access, <url>.

Inserting Footnotes in the body of your essay:

Using footnotes in a paragraph is not complicated as long as you follow the rules. To insert a footnote on a Google Doc, click insert on the tool bar. Choose footnote. In newer versions of Word you may need to click references on the tool bar, followed by insert footnote. The computer automatically creates a place at the bottom of the page for you to write your citation. It also inserts a little number indicating the number of the footnote.
 Here is another sentence from the same source as the previous one.
 You will notice that the citation for it only says Ibid.




Next paragraph… Here is another example from the same source much later in the essay.
 In the next sentence I will refer to some research from the same source as footnote number five.
 Notice that I will use the short form of the citation but not Ibid. because it is not the same as previous.
Do NOT write an entire long paragraph with only one footnote at the end. Be much more precise. I tried to warn you about this in the outline.
This page doesn’t discuss when to footnote. For that, make sure you follow this simple guideline: make sure the reader knows exactly where the information comes from. The only places in the essay where you usually don’t footnote are the intro, conclusion, topic and concluding sentences, and the arguments. You should have  A LOT of footnotes in this essay.
