Incorrect:

A sentence is not a sentence if they don’t have a subject and verb. 

Correct: 

A sentence is not a sentence if it doesn’t have a subject and verb. (subject-verb agreement)

Correct: 

John Smith, Statistics Canada analyst, reports that… .

Incorrect:

Another common mistake in grammar.

Correct: 

Subject-verb disagreement is another common mistake in grammar.

Incorrect:

Definitions what words mean are usually set apart by commas.

Correct: 

Definitions, what words mean, are usually set apart by commas.

He eats shoots and leaves.

He eats, shoots, and leaves.
