HSB4M Child Care and Female Participation Rate Statistics*
· Regulated (licensed) child care costs = up to $60 per day

· Waiting list in Toronto for subsidized child care = 18 000 children
· Regulated child care is available for only 20% of kids under 5

· Female employment doubled from 1976 to 2009 = 7.7 million women now work
· Employment rate for women with young children in 2009 = 64.4% (vs. 27.6% in 1976)

· Employment rate for women with children ages 6 to 15 in 2009 = 79%
· Employment rate for women without children = 79% (approximately)

· Female university graduates aged 25 to 29 in 2006 made up = 60% of all graduates (vs. 68% for men in 1971)
· YWCA Canada Report calls for national child-care program, not only because it helps children and parents, but because it makes economic sense for the country:
