The article “She wanted to fit in and paid with her life: Father, brother plead guilty to murder of Ontario teen” has a strong  connection to the chapter two key concept of social organization. The article talks about the murder of 16-year-old Aqsa Parvez. Upon immigrating to Canada from Pakistan, Parvez began to adapt to the new culture, against the wishes of her traditional father and family. This eventually led to an “honour killing” at the hands of her own father and brother. This article gives us an insight to the social organization of Pakistan juxtaposed to that of Canada. Social organization refers to the way a culture is organized. This could include kinship, division of labour, tightness of rules, etc. (Bain et al., 2002, p. 42). In Pakistan, women were not allowed to work and were wed in arranged marriages made by the family (Allen et al., 2010). This portrays the tightly regulated rules of the Pakistani society. This piece of information helps to determine how willing a culture is to change (Bain et al., 2002, p. 42). In this case, it appears that the tightly regulated culture of Pakistan may be the reason why Parvez’s father is so hesitant about change. The act of immigration is a large social change, the changes in the way society is organized and in the beliefs and practices of the people who live in it (Bain et al., 2002, p. 40), and families may or may not have problems adjusting to their new life here in Canada.  Through its connection to social organization the article about Aqsa Parvez is relevant to the social organization aspect of social change.
