	Deng Xiaoping’s 4 Modernizations (1978): agriculture (end of collectivization, crops could be sold for profit once quota had been met); industry (foreign investment, private sector, still large state-owned industries); science and technology; defense. Private property is allowed 

	Class/social structure
	
	
	
	Per capita income doubled from 1978-1987 and then again by 1995; created a new middle class and class of rich people (one million millionaires); new gap between rich and poor, and between urban and rural. Potential for unrest as peasants get their land “bought out” for low prices by local governments who want to sell to investors, usually to build factories. Still 656 million peasants.

	Corruption in Gov’t
	
	
	
	Problem with corrupt officials in the all-powerful Communist Party enriching themselves and their families through bribes, privileges, luxuries (rubber-stamp parliament contains 83 billionaires). 

	Centralization  (building of state institutions) 
	
	
	
	Very centralized politically but government no longer pays fully for health care, education. The state is powerful, the Communist Party is all powerful. The media is not free in the western sense.
