CHW3M Greek Women Activity
Question: To what extent did Aristotle’s interpretation of Greek women’s lives agree with and/or contradict the interpretation of their lives as seen in the vases/objects?

To be successful on this assignment you will need to go step by step (as indicated in italics below) and use your brain in a slightly novel or uncomfortable way - things can’t always be easy. Being able to think critically is one of the most important factors for your success in the future. Critical thinking means you don’t just accept the evidence. You consider it from different angles and perspectives.

1. To begin, you will interpret images of pottery with scenes of Greek women. Make inferences about women’s roles from each scene. Jot down some of your key inferences below.  
Note that Ms. G is pushing you to see the positive and negative in each scene.  This process is called selection of evidence.

3. Now, put your different thoughts together and form an argument in response to the main question. This is called synthesis.
The best way to understand this seemingly difficult question is to try to figure out which pieces of history (scenes on pottery, primary source excerpt, textbook information) seem to tell the most accurate story of Greek women. 
Before you answer the question using the evidence, note the word extent. This word opens the answer up to many possible interpretations. You don’t have to say yes, it agreed 100% or no, it contradicted 100%. Yours can be a more complex and sophisticated answer, as long as you can support it with evidence. You are making up your own mind based on what the evidence tells you. You are not merely reciting facts. 
Synthesizing requires you to:

· make judgements 
· make decisions 
· see patterns 
· be open to different interpretations and perspectives 

Types of Inferences 
· Inferences may agree/match. That means different sources say the same thing about Greek women. 
· One inference may extend your thinking on another. That means it is along the same lines but adds a bit more information. 
· Inferences may contradict each other / disagree. That means different sources say opposite things about Greek women. 
· Any combination is acceptable.
