Equality or inequality? Justice or injustice? Exploitation? Deviance? Which way is Canadian society changing? 

Here are your choices for topics. All focus on Canadian society. Pick a specific letter as your topic.
Theme 1. Discrimination / Racism / Inequality / Exploitation - See chapters 2, 3 and parts of 9

Relevant curriculum expectations:

· Summarize the statistics on literacy rates nationally and internationally, and assess the impact of low literacy levels on the standard of living of individuals and groups.
· Describe the effects of unfair exploitation on individuals and groups.
· Explain ways in which some Canadian government policies have resulted in unfair or unjust exploitation of individuals and groups.
· Identify environmental changes that have resulted from the unchecked exploitation of fossil-fuel resources and assess the impact of these changes on the well-being of Canadians

Topics:
a) What forms of systemic discrimination affect Aboriginal Canadians? 
b) How does overrepresentation of Black and/or Aboriginal people in the criminal justice system reflect systemic discrimination?

c) Examine the impact of education levels and access to education on people’s standard of living in Canada.
d) Examine the systemic aspects of the issue of missing and murdered Aboriginal women across Canada.
e) Which groups in Canada are suffering most from the negative effects of climate change? 

f) How are newcomers/immigrants exploited in Canada?

Theme 2. Economic Inequality and Work in Canada- See chapters 3 and parts of 9

Relevant curriculum expectations:

· Explain the relationship between poverty, affluence and social change.
· Explain changes in the nature of work in Canada.
Topics:
g) What are the long-term effects of child poverty? 
h) What do statistics reveal about intergenerational poverty, or the ability to rise beyond one’s economic status at birth, in Canada? 
i) What do statistics reveal about intergenerational education mobility, or the ability to rise beyond the educational attainment of one’s parents, in Canada? 

j) Examine the changes in the nature of work brought about by technology. 

k) What is happening with equality in the workplace, and especially pay equity? 

Theme 3. Deviance
Relevant curriculum expectations:

· Summarize and interpret statistics related to social deviance, discrimination and hate crimes. 

· Describe various methods of deterrence used within local, national and global institutions and societies (e.g., restorative justice, death penalty, sentencing circles, suspension and expulsion) and explain the reasons for each.
· Explain the relationship between social panic about crime and deviance and the attention given to these issues by media, politicians and other social groups.
Topics:
l) Why are LGBTQ Canadians more likely to be the victims of hate crimes? 
m) Examine the use of deterrence methods such as restorative justice and sentencing circles by Aboriginal peoples (and possibly others) across Canada.
n) What is happening with youth crime in Canada today?
