CHY4U Unit 4 - Feminism Comparison Assignment
Comparison of western and Chinese women – who changed more over time?
Western people sometimes think we are the originators of everything and the most advanced at everything. You may want to challenge that in the case of women’s rights. Or maybe you won’t. 
To begin, read the unit 4 activity 4 handouts. Then, look at the timelines of American and Chinese women’s rights provided to you. You should annotate the timelines very well, indicating patterns of continuity and change, progress and decline, and turning points. 
Then write a comparison of western and non-western women’s rights and how they have changed, or not, over time. It’s very important that you structure your argument so that a direct comparison is made AND you are able to analyze using the guideposts of the HTC continuity and change.
· Continuity & change are interwoven (they overlap) 

· Progress and decline 

· Turning points
· ***In the conclusion, state whether Chinese or American women experienced more change. Don’t sit on the fence by saying both!

You do not need to do any outside research for this assignment. You do not need to cite your sources since the teacher has given the sources to you UNLESS you use other sources – then you must cite them.

	Communication

Organizes information in a logical way that brings out the analytical nature of the comparison between US and China

	Communicates in a sophisticated manner:

- organizes information in a logical manner that supports deep thinking drawn from comparison

- Includes an overall conclusion as to who experienced more change (Chinese or western women)
	Communicates in an effective manner:

- organizes information in a helpful way to show comparison

-working toward an overall conclusion
	Communicates with some effectiveness:

- organizes information in a recognizable way (can see aspects of comparison but it’s not brought out in a highly analytical way)

-hints at an overall conclusion but not clearly


	Communicates with little effectiveness:

- organizes information in a haphazard, random way that makes it difficult to compare or draw conclusions from

-doesn’t include an overall conclusion
